     TEXAS “J” RAC GRANT FUNDS APPLICATION 

                                      CRITERIA



         2006-2007

 I. 
Applicants

A.
No individual may apply on behalf of himself or on behalf of an unrecognized organization.

B. 
Texas “J” RAC participant hospitals, Texas “J” RAC participant pre-hospital providers (volunteer and/or municipality) that provide 911 response and/or critical care transport, first responder organizations and participant law enforcement agencies providing initial response or transport of trauma patients.

C.
All applicant hospitals or pre-hospital providers must be recognized by and in good-standing with the Texas “J” RAC and the Department of State Health Services.
II. Project Criteria

A. 
All requests for funding must demonstrate a direct impact on the delivery of trauma care.

B.
Requests for the purchase of reusable equipment or patient care items will be allowed.


C. 
Requests for funding of operational expenses will be allowed.



This will include but is not limited to:



1.
Salaries/Wages

Motor vehicle expenses

Office expenses

D. 
The money may NOT be used for:

Buildings        

 2.
Land or investments (stocks, bonds, mutual funds, etc.)

E.
Requests for experimental or other non-standard equipment will NOT be allowed.

F.
Any funding request for items that require the payment of on-going fees or charges must include a detailed plan on how these charges will be paid by the recipient in the future.

G.
Grant fund allocation shall be based on, but not limited to:


1.
Demonstration of need


2. 
Broad system impact


3.
Enhancement of system development


4. 
Availability of funds

H.
Priority for allocation will be judged on the following order


1. 
Direct patient care needs


2. 
Operational needs



3.
Educational needs

I.
The Executive Committee will be responsible for the final decision as to the allocation of the Grant monies.  The Executive Committee will be responsible for the distribution of those funds in a fair and equitable manner based on the above stated criteria.

III. 
Applications

A.
Application packets will be available at RAC meetings, from the RAC office and will also be available for downloading from the “J” RAC website at texasjrac.org.  All requests addressed to the RAC Office may be sent to Carolyn Boles, RAC Coordinator, P. O. Box 52511, Midland, Texas 79710, or may be requested by phone by calling (432) 685-4890.


B.
Grant Fund Application description will be 250 words or less. It must be typewritten with no smaller than 10 Font with single spacing.  

C.
Packets must be completed in their entirety.  Incomplete packets will not be accepted for consideration.  Complete packets include an itemized list with projected cost, all required signatures, quote from vendor, attachments necessary to review the project along with the 250 word description as described in III.B.

D.
Notice of grant review will be posted.  Project Coordinator and/or designee may be available either in person or by phone on the day of review.

E. 
Complete packets should be submitted by mail with postmark no later than November 30th of the current year. The packets may be mailed to Carolyn Boles, RAC Coordinator, P O. Box 52511, Midland, Texas 79710.  Applications postmarked after November 30th will be rejected.   It is YOUR responsibility to verify receipt of application.  Packets submitted by fax will NOT be accepted.  

F.
All Grant Funds MUST be spent as approved.  If funds are spent on unapproved substitutions, the applying entity will be held liable for the reimbursement of the total sum of the allocation and will be ineligible for the next year’s grant funds.  Substitutions or spending of unused funds must be submitted to the RAC Chair for prior approval.  

G.
Grant funds MUST be spent in the period from September 1st to July 1st.  All invoices and checks must be dated in that time period.  THERE WILL BE NO EXCEPTIONS!

H.
The Texas J RAC Grant Expenditure Summary with a copy of receipts MUST be submitted to the Texas “J” RAC following expenditure of funds and no later than July 1st.  Failure to submit a complete report  will result in the applicant being held liable for the reimbursement of the total sum of the allocation and the applying entity will be ineligible for the next year grant funds.

I.
All funds allocated but not spent must be returned to the Texas “J” RAC no later than July 1st.  Failure to return unspent funds will result in the applicant being held liable for the reimbursement of the total sum of the unspent funds and the applying entity will be ineligible for the next year’s grant funds.

J. 
All requirements, conditions and specifications are legally binding.  Texas “J” RAC reserves the right to seek any and all legal remedies up to and including seeking action against the entity to recover the total allocation of funds misspent, incorrectly spent or spent on unapproved substitutions.  

K.
The application packet must have original signatures.  Signature of this application constitutes a binding, legal agreement between the Texas “J” RAC and the applying entity.  Therefore, at the time of application, the person signing the application must be legally eligible to enter into contracted agreements on behalf of the entity.

IV.
Acknowledgement


A.
RAC Participants acknowledge that pursuant to the By-Laws, all 

equipment or supplies purchased by the Texas J RAC will remain the 

property of the Texas J RAC.  The equipment/supplies will be on a 

permanent loan basis to the receiving entity.   If at any time, the receiving

entity becomes insolvent, closes, or chooses to no longer participate in or

with the Texas J RAC, any/all equipment/supplies will revert into the sole, physical possession of the RAC.


B.
If the receiving entity receives funds from the Texas J RAC in order to 

make purchases and then becomes insolvent, closes, or chooses to no  

longer participate in or with Texas J RAC, the receiving entity will be

required to return the total amount of any/all funds allocated to the

receiving entity by the RAC.

C.
All returned items must be returned to the RAC via a traceable method.  All returned items must be returned no later than 10 days prior to the last day of operation or 10 days prior to the last day of participation with Texas J RAC.  Failure to make the timely return of all items will result in a bill for the total amount of all items being sent to the receiving entity.

D.
All returned funds will be deposited into the RAC account a minimum of 10 days prior to the last day of participation with Texas J RAC.

E.
In accordance with the Department of State Health Services and the State of Texas requirements, all entities participating in Texas J RAC must agree to annually participate in an audit of equipment by completing the RAC audit form.
