Guidance on FY 07 NIMS Training Requirements

ICS Training for Hospitals and Health Care Systems

Issues to consider when planning for ICS training: 

· To find and register for DSHS sponsored National Standard Training Curriculum (NSTC) NIMS-compliant ICS training throughout Texas and online ICS 700 and ICS 800A go to: https://www.train.org/
· NSTC NIMS-compliant ICS training will be documented and tracked in the DSHS-designated learning management system, TRAIN Texas at https://www.train.org/  as part of the registration process


· If contracting for ICS training outside of DSHS-sponsored training, it is important to verify that courses meet NSTC NIMS compliance standards. This can be done by ensuring the ICS courses meet the following standards:

· Build depth in preparedness staff to respond to incidents that could last more than two operational periods (two 12-hour shifts).
