STRATEGIC NATIONAL STOCKPILE (SNS) PROGRAM

COORDINATION WITH TREATMENT CENTERS

The Strategic National Stockpile (SNS), administered by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), is a stockpile of pharmaceuticals and medical supplies.  The SNS Program was created to assist states and communities in responding to public health emergencies, including those resulting from terrorist attacks and natural disasters.  The SNS Program ensures the availability of necessary medicines, antidotes, medical supplies, and medical equipment for states and communities to counter the effects of biological pathogens and chemical and nerve agents.  It is always ready to arrive within twelve hours, following the Federal decision to deploy, to any location across the nation to augment local medical resources, to treat symptomatic individuals, and to provide prophylaxis therapy to protect the health of our communities.

When an emergency results in the Federal decision to deploy SNS assets, CDC will deliver the needed supplies to the emergency site. Upon arrival, the supplies will be sorted and apportioned for distribution, according to the needs of people and treatment facilities affected by the emergency and based on current epidemiological information.

Following the federal decision to deploy, the SNS will typically arrive by air or ground in two phases.

1. The first phase shipment is called a 12-hour Push Package.  “Twelve” because it will arrive in 12 hours or less, “push” because a state need only ask for help-not for specific items, and “package” because the Program will ship a complete package of medical materiel-to include nearly everything a state will need to respond to a broad range of threats.  The 12-hour Push Package:

· Contains 50-ton assortment of pre-packed and configured medicines, supplies, equipment

· Fills a jumbo jet or multiple tractor trailers

· Occupies over 130 cargo containers

· Requires off-load space of 12,000 square feet

2. The second phase shipment is called Vendor Managed Inventory, or VMI packages.  VMI packages can be tailored to provide pharmaceuticals, vaccines, medical supplies and/or medical products specific to the suspected or confirmed agent or combination of agents.  The VMI:

· Provides specific materiel for response to identified threats

· Is maintained within manufacturer control

· Products are Federally owned

· Represents 97% of the SNS assets

Treatment centers are the locations in a community where people who are already symptomatic receive treatment.  These include hospitals, clinics, and other sites that treat individuals who are ill.

Local health departments (LHD) and health service regions (HSR) will maintain detailed procedures and protocols established with area hospitals to define the specific building location, identify the person authorized to sign for controlled substances, identify the person who will order additional SNS materiel and coordinate with the receipt, stage, and store (RSS) warehouse.

LHD SNS Coordinators will work with Regional Advisory Council (RAC) Coordinators to:

· Identify treatment facilities in their jurisdiction.

· Will be responsible for the development and approval of memorandums of understanding (MOAs) that may be required with treatment centers within their jurisdictions.

· Maintain a database identifying each treatment centers location, contact information for the person (s) responsible for ordering SNS materiel and person (s) responsible for signing the receipt of controlled substances.

· Provide a copy of the database to the Regional SNS Coordinator, Sandra Byrd.

HSR 9/10 Coordination with Treatment Centers function lead, Ray Herrera, will work with RAC Coordinators to:

· Identify treatment facilities in those counties in HSR 9/10 that do not have a LHD.

· Coordinate this activity with county judges, emergency management coordinators, and individual facilities.

· Will be responsible for the development and approval of MOAs that may be required with treatment centers within their jurisdiction.

· Maintain a database identifying each treatment centers location, contact information for the person (s) responsible for ordering SNS materiel and person (s) responsible for signing the receipt of controlled substances.

· Provide a copy of the database to the Regional SNS Coordinator, Sandra Byrd.

Treatment Centers will be required to provide LHDs or HSR 9/10 SNS Coordinator with:

· An exact location at each center for delivery of materiel (e.g., Building name, rear loading dock, helipad, etc.).

· Updated names, contact phone numbers, email addresses for individuals who will be responsible for signing for controlled substances, responsible for ordering or receiving SNS materiel.

· Case count information to support allocation decisions for SNS materiel.

· A post-event accounting of SNS materiel usage.

The RAC Chairs have agreed to assist the Regional SNS Coordinator by collecting the attached HSR 9/10 Treatment Center Sites & Contact Information forms for their respective areas.

Initial requests for SNS materiel from treatment centers will be made in coordination with local health department(s) SNS Coordinator, Regional SNS Coordinator, and Regional Director, through the county emergency operations center to the Disaster District Chair (DDC).

· Initial demand for available SNS inventory may exceed the initial supply.

· The Biological Epidemiology Response Team (BERT), which includes Regional Director or LHD Director, and local health authority (LHA), is responsible for making apportionment decisions.

· Re-supply requests will be sent directly from the treatment center to the RSS either by phone or fax.
