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DISTRIBUTION PLAN FOR 911 COUNTY FUNDS

Each county’s distribution plan must be submitted on a yearly basis by September 1st of each year.   Failure to submit the form by due date will result in automatic distribution of funds based on Plan B.

PLAN A
The eligible providers in a particular county work out a distribution plan that they feel is fair and equitable and submit that plan with signatures from all eligible agency directors to the Area J Regional Advisory Council Executive Committee.

These prehospital providers must attend ¾ of the Board of Directors Meetings of Texas “J” RAC; participate on a Texas “J” RAC committee; attend 75% of the committee meetings; provide an affidavit by their medical director each year attesting to the utilization of prehospital protocols of Texas “J” RAC and submit all “J” RAC required documentation on or before stated deadlines.

PLAN B
If the eligible providers in a county cannot work out an equitable distribution plan on their own, the Executive Committee will divide each county’s money equally among the eligible entities.

These prehospital providers must attend ¾ of the Board of Directors Meetings of Texas “J” RAC; participate on a Texas “J”  RAC committee; attend 75% of the committee meetings; provide an affidavit by their medical director each year attesting to the utilization of prehospital protocols of Texas “J” RAC and submit all “J” RAC required documentation on or before stated deadlines.

FUNDS DECLINED

If an eligible provider within a county wishes to decline money for any county, the “J” RAC Executive Committee will be notified in writing prior to the distribution of funds.

The funds would then be equally distributed among the eligible prehospital providers in that county providing ground transport.
